





Actros Tankers Shine In Arduous
South Island Conditions

Two new Mercedes-Benz Actros tankers face some of the country’s toughest

conditions as they deliver fuel to remote locations.

When the delivery is at more than 1200 metres high in the Southern
Alps and snow chains are at the ready in the toolbox, it seems pretty
certain the truck is in for a hard day’s work.

That’s what is involved in delivering fuel and lubricants to the Treble
Cone snow fields, just west of Wanaka, and it is one of many remote
locations serviced by new South Island fuel distributor SouthFuels.

The Treble Cone delivery is handled by one of two new Mercedes-
Benz Actros 3246L eight-wheelers, purchased new soon after the
company began operations on 1st November 2006.

Southfuels distributes Shell low sulphur diesel, 91 octane unleaded
petrol, oils, greases and associated products such as hydraulic oil
and anti-freeze throughout much of the South Island. It operates
nine trucks out of the port facilities at Bluff, Dunedin, Timaru,
Christchurch and Nelson.

Customers are mostly farmers and rural contractors, hence the
regular trips to remote locations. However the business will return
service any commercial or industrial company requiring deliveries
of bulk fuels.

The service includes supply of storage tanks, ranging from 300 to
15,000 litres, advice to farmers on meeting the requirements of the
Hazardous Substance and New Organism Act for fuel storage on
farms and a winter diesel service.

“Standard winter diesel is fine down to negative 9deg C, but in
Central Otago our customers often have to contend with negative
20deg C,” explains General Manager Lance King. “When it’s that
cold the diesel turns very waxy and clogs filters and won’t flow down
fuel lines. We provide extra protection for the extreme conditions
at no extra cost.”

Southfuels is a joint venture between Trojan Holdings and several
individuals, including Lance King, and was established at the
instigation of Shell New Zealand Ltd.

The influence - and buying power - of Trojan Holdings led to the
new company’s first purchase of new heavy trucks being Mercedes-
Benz. It runs nine trucks altogether, the others having been taken
over from previous operators, being five Scania eight-wheelers, a
Volvo six-wheeler and a small Isuzu.

Trucks South prepared the Actros chassis in-house at Timaru by
repositioning batteries, air tanks and other components ready for
the fitment of 18,000 litre tanks at Lower Hutt. The tanks are in
four compartments to manage weight distribution and handle a mix
of products.

The Actros pull trailers with 14,000 litre tanks, and while they are
set up much like the rigs that deliver to service stations, the work
is quite different, involving as many as 20 deliveries a load and
covering much more difficult conditions.

“The drivers and | hadn’t been involved with Mercedes-Benz before
and were a bit skeptical,” Lance King admits. “But we’re very pleased
with them - they go really well.”

The drivers have been particularly impressed with the pulling power
of the 460hp V6 diesel engines, which run through Telligent
automated 16-speed gearboxes.

And the traction, in anything from snow to farm tracks and driveways,
has been a particular Actros strength.
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How Do You Want To
Pay For That?

Purchasing a new vehicle is an exciting but important decision, so research the

product, take a test drive, then talk to your dealer about the options available.

Paying for your new van or truck however is not such an exciting
prospect! The good news is that there are many purchasing options
open to you, including a secured or unsecured bank loan, using the
equity in your home, paying cash, financing through a finance
company or leasing.

To ensure your purchase is an enjoyable experience first get financial
and tax advice from a professional. There are many potential benefits
and traps, and your best option will depend on your lifestyle, and
your business or employment situation.

Once you have consulted a professional visit your dealer and speak
to the finance and insurance manager who will generally arrange
finance and insurance on the spot. A reputable authorized dealership
is usually a safe bet, and a captive finance provider (one that is
linked to a manufacturer) will give you an idea of what the company’s
values, customer service and reputation are. Most vehicle
manufacturers have a captive finance brand or provider such as
Mercedes-Benz Finance, Chrysler Group Finance, DaimlerChrysler
Financial Services or Finance Mitsubishi. Captive financiers offer
finance products that generally fall into two categories, personal
or business finance. Personal finance is for people who use their
vehicle predominantly for private purposes; business finance is for
people who either own a business and use their vehicle for business
purposes, or work in a position where they use their vehicle
predominantly for business purposes.

Your tax adviser or accountant will help establish what category
you fall into.

For personal finance, a Consumer Credit Contract, which is a secured
loan (usually with lower interest rates than unsecured bank loans),

enables you to finance part or all of the vehicle cost and spread
payments over a specific period, say one to five years - the longer
the term the lower the monthly repayment.

For business finance customers both hire purchase and leasing
options are available. Hire purchase works similarly to a Consumer
Credit Contract. You can reduce monthly payments by paying a
deposit or balloon (lump-sum payments) during or at the end of the
contract term. If you incorporate a balloon payment at the end of
your agreement, you may also be able to refinance that amount for
another term. Once the final payment has been made the vehicle
title passes to you. Depreciation of the asset may be claimed for
tax purposes.

Leasing enables business customers to finance a vehicle without
taking ownership of it at the conclusion of the lease. Unlike hire
purchase agreements the vehicle never becomes an asset but
remains a business expense. The vehicle is owned by the finance
company and you pay the rental over a specified period - the longer
the lease the lower the payments. A residual value can be set by
the financier based on the vehicle type and the number of kilometres
you expect to travel. The residual value is the estimated value of
the vehicle at the end of the agreement. The lower the number of
kilometres, the higher the vehicle residual at the end of the agreement
and the lower your payments will be.

Whether you choose to finance or lease always speak to your
financial planner, accountant or tax adviser before entering into
any financial agreement, and speak with the finance and insurance
manager at your dealership for more information.
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Vic and Raewyn James, through their company Red Carpet Tours,
have taken visitors from 25 countries to see the spectacular locations
where the Lord of the Rings movies were filmed, and the popularity
of their tour remains so high they have bookings out to 2009.

The tours are at the very highest end of the tourism industry, with
Vic driving and guiding and Raewyn the hostess for each exclusive
group in their fully air-conditioned Sprinter Minibus.

And they are unique: monthly 12-day Red Carpet Tours are the only
multi-day Lord of the Rings tours, the only ones with access to some
sites on private land and the only ones where visitors meet some
of the film extras and artisans who worked in the movie trilogy.

This is no accident as Vic and Raewyn James have worked hard to
secure their own niche in the tourism industry since Vic gave up a
career as a school principal to “become my own boss” 15-years-
ago.

He started with a shuttle bus to get a feel for the industry, then
moved into limousine tours in vans before spotting the opportunities
presented in the intense international interest in the Lord of the
Rings movies. After intensive planning and negotiations with land-
owners and movie interests, Vic and Raewyn James took their first
tour to Middle Earth in March 2002.

When the tours started they were operating an 11-seater Mercedes-
Benz MB100 minibus, but two years later moved up to a 12-seater
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313 Sprinter. They also bought a Viano people-mover, but this year
decided to consolidate and traded both vehicles on a new 315
Sprinter with fully automatic transmission.

“l wasn’t interested in looking at any other brand,” Vic James says.
“The image of the Mercedes-Benz has become an important aspect
of our business.

“It's amazing the effect it has. People see the badge and immediately
their interest rises. It means a lot to some people, especially our
Asian clients.

“But it’s the whole package, really,” he adds. “In the German-
constructed vehicle you feel that you have something solid and
reliable.

“And the back-up service has been great - you get regal treatment.”

Like all his previous Mercedes-Benz vans, the new Sprinter was
fitted with windows, luxury seating and rear air-conditioning ducted
to each row of seats by Auckland-based Van Extras Ltd.

At the end of the new Sprinter’s first trip to Middle Earth, with ten
passengers and their luggage on board, Vic James says the
combination of its twin-turbo 150hp diesel engine and smooth five-
speed electronic automatic transmission “handled the job beautifully.”

The full tour takes in Hobbiton, in the Waikato and movie sites at
Ruapehu and Wellington. The Red Carpet Sprinter is left in Wellington
and the group flies to Christchurch where another Sprinter Minibus
is hired from Maugers Rentals for travel to the spectacular South
Island locations, before the visitors fly out from Queenstown. To

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Axor Spreader

Vital to the output of farmers and growers in the Nelson region is this
sharp new Mercedes-Benz Axor fertilizer spreader.

The new 4x4 1833AK/36 has been pressed into duty by Brooks Bros
Spreading Contractors Ltd, based at Brightwater, near Nelson, and is
driven by Dean Brooks.

He has the 330hp produced by the Mercedes-Benz OM926LA engine,
driving through a G131 nine-speed gearbox, to power him around the
paddocks.

To ensure the Axor rarely stops, it pulls a new locally-built three-axle
side loading trailer out to the jobs.

Heavyweight Champ

With a gross combination weight rating of 250 tonne, these new Mercedes-
Benz Actros heavy haulage tractor units are reckoned to be the highest-
rated in New Zealand.

A pair of the 3560/33 S.L.T. tractors have been commissioned by
Richmond, Nelson, operator L & A Cotton Heavy Haulage Ltd.

Pulling MTE four rows of eight expanding low-bed trailers with two-axle
dollies and clip-on rear extensions, they will cart heavy logging and
earthmoving machinery, buildings, boats and other heavy loads throughout
the South Island.

Powering the big Actros tractors are Mercedes-Benz OM502LA engines
rated at 609hp and driving through WSK torque converters, with hydraulic
retarders and G240 16-speed gearboxes.

The Columbia tip trucks make the work seem easy with MBE4000O
engines, rated at 450hp, and Autoshift RTLO 18918 gearboxes at the
hearts of their powertrains, with Turbo Brake retarders keeping progress
in check on down-hills.

Waimate, South Canterbury, is home to these Mercedes-Benz Axor tip
trucks, which are the first of their breed in New Zealand.

Put to work by Rooney Earthmoving Ltd, the 2640K/36 tippers will pull
three-axle Adams & Currie tipping trailers throughout South Canterbury
and North Otago.

Their main duties for Rooneys will be supporting diggers and spreading
metal on general earthmoving, construction of dairy blocks and river
protection work.

The Axor tippers are powered by Mercedes-Benz OM457LA engines,
rated at 40 1hp, and driving through 16-speed G210 gearboxes. They are
factory-fitted with German Meiller hydraulic pumps.

He has 460hp of Mercedes-Benz diesel engine, driving through a 16-speed Mercedes-
Benz Telligent Automated gearbox to ensure he gets the trusses to the site on time.

Argosy Loggers

The huge central North Island pine forests will be the stamping ground for four new
Freightliner Argosy twin-steer loggers.

Put to work by Taupo-based Green Transport, they comprise a day cab and a sleeper
cab, each with a 550hp Caterpillar C15 engine, and a day cab and a sleeper cab
each with a 620hp Cummins Signature diesel engine. All drive through RTLO 209 18B
and RTLO 22918B transmissions.

Low tare weights of around the ten tonne mark, ready to load logs, was one of the
main factors Green Transport specified the Argosy loggers, three of which have
Kraft and one Patchell logging gear.

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Safety First For Alexander
Freightliner Tankers

The fuel distribution business is recognised as a safety leader, but South Island

operator Alexander Petroleum Services Ltd is constantly raising the bar.

Alexander Petroleum General Manager Murray Young considers
industry safety standards as a starting point, and that’s a philosophy
he’s applied when setting the specifications for new Century Class
Freightliners joining his fleet.

“We’re constantly reviewing, improving and exceeding the standards
associated with the industry,” he explains. “If we operate only to
the industry standard then we’re only as good as everybody else.”

The company operates 23 fuel and gas tankers delivering bulk fuel
products throughout the South Island from depots at Christchurch,
Nelson, Timaru, Dunedin and Invercargill. The high-profile fleet
includes B-trains and truck and trailer rigs as well as the more usual
tri-axle semi-trailers, with a variety of prime movers including
Freightliners and Mercedes-Benz Actros.

Murray Young says that transporting petroleum products South
Island-wide, 24 /7, 365 days a year presents a whole range of
challenges, but the over-riding consideration is always safety. The
safety culture begins with staff training, including driver education,
and includes the specification of the trucks.

When he decided to put two new Freightliner Century Class 6x4
tractor units into the fleet one of the first safety measures that
came in for consideration was the fitting of front under-run bars.
Although front under-run bars have been fitted to trucks in Europe,
they have become more widely available in this part of the world
only since the 65-tonne, 26-metre B-train regulations took effect
in Australia. These rigs must have the safety bars.

On the Freightliners they are tucked in behind the front bumpers
with just one body-coloured horizontal bar showing beneath the

standard truck bumper. They add only 120kg to tare weight and
have presented remarkably few clearance problems, even though
the Alexander trucks are always turning in and out of service station
forecourts.

Murray Young didn’t stop at under-run bars: for his next truck
purchase he ordered two more identical Freightliners, but added
driver airbags - the first in New Zealand in Century Class trucks.

And he’s already demanding the fitment of electronic roll stability
control as soon as it’s available on future Century Class purchases.

The four new Freightliners are powered by C15 Caterpillars rated
at 475hp and 1650ft/Ib. They drive though Roadranger RTLO 189 18A
Autoshift gearboxes to Meritor RT40-145 diffs on 40,0001b Airliner
rear suspensions.

The trucks are road speed limited to 88km/h, which provides a
safety margin below the legal limit of 90km/h for the rigs. Some
of the Alexander drivers were less than happy when the truck
governors were first set at 88km/h, but they soon became used to
it and have eventually come to enjoy the more relaxed pace, which
is ultimately reflected in less overall job stress as well as a higher
level of safety.

Murray Young says that the approach taken in ordering additional
safety equipment for the Freightliners is reflected at every level in
the business, which has been recognised as a “best practice”
transport operation by its customers.

“Our key values are safety, quality and professionalism,” he stresses.
“That’s how we want to be recognised by our customers, peers and




500,000th Actros Hits
The Highway

A huge international milestone was achieved by Mercedes-Benz with the delivery

earlier this year of the half millionth Actros truck.

The 500,000th Mercedes-Benz Actros rolled off the Worth assembly
line in Germany in June, an achievement that established the model
as one of the most successful ever.

Launched in 1996, the Actros began a new era that introduced
modern electronic systems to the heavy transport industry. It was
the first truck to feature an electronic braking system, with all-round
disc brakes available.

Still rated as the world’s safest heavy truck, the Actros went on to
be sold in more than 100 countries, seeing duty everywhere from
the frozen roads of Siberia to the wet dirt tracks of equatorial Africa.

The second generation of Actros was launched in 2003, and last
year accounted for 22% of the market in Western Europe.

Number 500,000 was an arctic-white 184 1LS tractor unit that was
put to work by a major French transport operator with a fleet of
1700 commercial vehicles, including 420 Actros, Axor and Atego
trucks and 1000 Sprinter and Vito vans.

In New Zealand the first Actros was a 350hp 4x2 tractor unit first
registered in May 1997 in the Auckland fleet of Carr & Haslam Ltd.

“It’s still here, it’s still working, it has done around 750,000km and
it’s been a great truck,” says managing director Chris Carr.

His company has gone on to purchase “six or seven” other Actros
trucks, but he has a soft spot for the first, fleet number 91, which
has spent its whole life pulling car transporters.

“We actually had the truck several months before it was officially
launched in New Zealand and we had to hide it,” he recalls. “It was
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prepared for the Transport ’97 truck show at Hopuhopu, so all its
components were painted in our fleet colours before assembly.”

After the show it went straight to work, although arriving before
workshop manuals were available in English it did create a few
headaches. “It took us a month to figure out how to wire in the
R/T,” Chris Carr laughs.

While New Zealand conditions don’t always suit European trucks,
with American trucks like the Freightliner and Sterling favoured by
operators for many applications, the Actros has still cemented itself
a solid place in the national fleet.

“And it’s had a stronger showing each year,” says DaimlerChrysler
New Zealand Ltd General Manager - Commercial Vehicles, lan
Walker. “This year we are well ahead of our sales target and we
expect to sell the 500th New Zealand Actros next year.”

To date some 420 Actros trucks have gone to work around the
country and although they initially went into the traditionally strong
Mercedes-Benz fleets like Northern Southland Transport Holdings
and Smith & Davies, they have recently achieved wider acceptance
as increasing numbers of operators have recognized the benefits
of modern electronic systems.

"The increase in worldwide sales including New Zealand, has resulted
in the demand for Actros being at an all time high, underlining the
popularity and reliability of the truck in a global market place,” says
lan Walker.
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Rugged Axor Tippers Handle
Toughest Terrain

Trucks supporting heavy earthmoving machinery have to be rugged, and South

Island contractors Rooney Earthmoving Ltd are confident new Mercedes-Benz

Axors will thrive in their tough environment.

Working alongside excavators, crawling around farm lanes, carting
rock and gravel or hauling machinery off-road can be daunting for
any truck, but Waimate-based contractor Gary Rooney believes
Mercedes-Benz construction trucks handle the tough going better
than any others.

In the 30 years since he started Rooney Earthmoving Ltd with a
single Case 1150 bulldozer he has settled on a few key suppliers
- Komatsu and Hitachi for excavators, Caterpillar for motor scrapers
and graders and Mercedes-Benz for trucks.

“In our experience with other types of truck in our work you’ve
always got your hand in your pocket for things like springs, driveshafts,
diffs and brakes,” he explains. “You can be in the workshop from
daylight to dusk fixing these things.

“We do have problems with the Mercedes, too - the odd spring,
that sort of thing. But overall they’re reasonably bullet-proof,” he
adds.

These days Rooney Earthmoving’s 160 staff operate more than 200
items of heavy plant on contracting, roading and dairy farm conversion
work largely between Dunedin and Culverdon. In addition a specialised
cable laying team, with thrusting, directional drilling and pipe ramming
equipment, places fibre optic and other cables for telcos throughout
the South Island.

Now with depots in Christchurch, Ashburton, Timaru, Waimate and
Oamaru and major mechanical workshops in Ashburton and Timaru
the operation has grown steadily and Gary Rooney places
considerable emphasis on the experience and expertise he and his
staff have amassed along the way.

Trucks, starting with second-hand TM Bedfords and International
T-lines, originally joined the operation to support excavators, which
steadily took over a lot of the work traditionally done by dozers,
and now number more than 70 in the fleet.

The first new truck purchases were SK Mercedes-Benz tippers and
transporters, which proved ideal for the tough conditions, with good
ground clearance, excellent traction and trouble-free operation.

Even after the introduction of the first Actros, the company still
sought SK models which had proven to be more than capable and
well suited to the demands and often severe conditions encountered
in contracting and working around farms.

Gary Rooney sees the Axor 2640 tip trucks as the spiritual successors
to the SK, with the K model designed primarily for the European
construction industry, with strong chassis and ancillary components
like air tanks, brake pots, batteries and radiators tucked out of
harm’s way.

The first four 2640K /36 400hp Axor six-wheelers, fitted with Adams
& Currie Ltd steel bodies and pulling three-axle tipping trailers from
the same manufacturer, went to work mid-year and proved so
capable that within a few months an order for four more had been
placed.

“They impressed us right from the start and the guys are delighted
with the new six cylinder engines,” says Gary Rooney.

“The Axor is purpose-built for our sort of work and set up for carting
and spreading shingle with front-of-body hoists and tail doors that
release instantly,” he adds. “On dairy farm conversion work they
can be doing four or five loads an hour, ten hours a day, but that’s




Vitos Mean Safety First For
Shannon Refrigeration

Shannon Refrigeration Managing Director Wally Watson insisted on the best

safety equipment on his car, and he chose Mercedes-Benz to ensure his engineers

had similar gear in their vans.

It was when Wally and Liz Watson’s sons Ryan and Matthew started
working for the Manukau City-based family refrigeration firm that
they took a fresh look at staff safety and began replacing their fleet
of vans with Mercedes-Benz Vitos.

“Liz and | had been driving European cars for some time,” explains
Wally Watson. “We liked the way they drive, but also wanted the
safety equipment like airbags and ESP (electronic stability program).”

Then he had the chance to experiment with ESP under controlled
conditions. “You talk about it, but it’s not until you throw the vehicle
around in a way you wouldn’t normally do that you can understand
how effective it is,” he says.

Back at Shannon Refrigeration Services Ltd in Manukau City he
looked over the fleet of conventional Asian vans and realized none
had even the most basic of safety systems and “there was virtually
nothing in front of the driver.”

After thoroughly investigating the vans available he set about a
replacement programme, which is now almost half-way through
with the fifth Vito, a new 110hp 111L standard roof van, hitting the
road this year.

“What | determined was that, on the
best pricing | could get, it costs me
around $7-8000 more for a Vito and
I’'m prepared to pay that for the
safety alone.

“But then | save $4000 over three
years because the Mercedes-Benz
has to be serviced only once for
every four times with the others,”
he adds. “And just as important as
the cost saving is the reduced down-
time because we offer a 24-hour
call-out service.”

Wally Watson says it’s a bonus that
the Vitos are also good for the high-
technology, professional image of
his company and that they help in
staff retention as the engineers like
driving them.

Shannon Refrigeration Services
started in 1979 with one operator
and now generally has about 12
vans on the road. It is one of
Auckland’s largest commercial and

industrial refrigeration companies and a supplier to the seafood,
vegetable and meat processing industries, marine industry, liquor
outlets, flower growers, ice makers and others.

As well as designing, installing and servicing refrigeration and air-
conditioning systems, the company specialises in heat pumps,
electrical management and control systems and the latest high-
tech energy efficiency equipment.
